Creating and Deleting a Table

To create a new table from data already existing in another table in the database, use the into clause of the select statement

select column_1, column_2…

into new_table_name
from old_table_name
where condition;

To use SQL to delete a table from a database
drop table table_name;
Using a view/query in another query

select column_1, column_2…

from query_name
where condition;

Manipulating table data, Insert, Update, and Delete statements

Adding a single row to a table

Putting values in all columns

insert into table_name

values (col_1_val, col_2_val, … col_n_val);

‘text’

1.50 (number, no quotes)

null  (reserve word, no quotes)

Adding data to select columns in a table
insert into table_name

(col_name_1, col_name_2…col_n_name)

values (col_1_val, col_2_val, … col_n_val);

All columns not specified will contain a null value.  Must place unique values in primary key fields.

Adding multiple rows to a table

insert into table_name
(col_name_1, col_name_2…col_n_name)

select statement;

Update data in rows of a table
update table_name

set col_name_1 = value_1,
   col_name_2 = value_2… 

where condition;

Values can be

a) a fixed value

b) an expression

c) a sub_query

Deleting rows from a table

delete from table_name
where condition;

Remember to use a select statement first to make sure that the appropriate records are being select, then convert that statement to insert, update, or delete.
