Wildcard Characters in Access SQL

Used in the where clause, like condition, of the select statement

*
A string  of characters of any length, possibly no characters at all

?
An individual character 

#
An individual digit

[c-m]
A range of characters, must be ascending order

[!c-m]
Outside of a range of characters

To use an *, ?, or # as a literal value, put them within [ ]

Punctuation in Access SQL

,
Commas separate lists, but do not end lists

‘ or “
Single or double quotes surround text strings

#
Pound sign surrounds dates

;
Semicolon ends a SQL statement

&
Ampersand use to concatenate text strings

[ ]
Square brackets are used to enclose names containing blanks
